Overview

Canadian Blood Services works with the Organ and Tissue Donation and
Transplantation (OTDT) community across the country to facilitate inter-provincial
organ sharing and to improve national system performance through the
development of leading practices, professional education, public awareness, and
data analysis and reporting.

The Canadian Transplant Registry (CTR) is an innovative technology that generates value in terms of
quality, safety and efficiency through its capabilities for supporting all donors, candidate listing, offer
management, allocation and pre- and post-transplant data. CTR is a national web-based computer
program that supports Canada's national programs (Kidney Paired Donation, Highly Sensitized Patients,
and National Organ Waitlist), and is used for linking the national potential recipient waitlist with actual
organ donors. CTR provides timely access to high quality organ donation and transplantation information
for patient care, system management, and accountability.

CTR features:

e Advanced capabilities for allocating living and deceased donor organs and for generating the
important data needed to improve transplant systemperformance

o Improved access to transplants for highly sensitized patients
Increased effectiveness and efficiency of national organ sharing programs for living donors and
for patients who are critically ill

e State of the art, high quality human leukocyte antigen typing and antibody analysis, that is the
most comprehensive of any matching system in the world — leading to more successful
transplantation and less rejection

¢ Real-time information sharing and file uploads to facilitate the decision-making process and
create efficiency by eliminating faxes and phone calls

e Can be used on any device — computer, tablet, even mobile phone

e With more than 400 users from coast to coast, CTR currently supports Canada's national
programs — Kidney Paired Donation, Highly Sensitized Patients, and National Organ Waitlist

e Work is underway to expand this technology to serve even more patients in need of transplant

Recap of CTR 5.2 Changes

KPD

CTR 5.2, released on 2022-09-20, allows a new recipient record type, “Waitlist Recipient,” to be created using the
Patient Wizard. In addition, there is an update to add a new type of recipient, which is assigned to the end offer in
a domino chain (Unconsented Recipient).

CTR v5.2 functionality works as follows:
e When creating an organ request for a new recipient you must select the recipient type from the drop-
down menu.
e KPD Recipient Types will be as follows:
0 Registered Pair Recipient — Coordinator will create, and the system will allocate them to a chain if
matched.
o0 Waitlist Recipient — Coordinator will create and assign to the end offer in the associated domino
chain.
0 Unpaired Recipient — may only be created by KPD Administrators
o Unconsented Recipient — created by the system in the end offer of a domino chain when a match
run is published. Once the end offer exists, the Unconsented Recipient may be reassigned.
e The data elements in an Unconsented Recipient record are non-identifying and read-only. A user will only
be able to accept the offer and move it to a state of ‘transplanted’.

End Offer AssignmentProcess:
e The Offer must always be declined to re-assign a new recipient in the end offer.
e Coordinators will decline the end offer and then select their waitlist recipient or another transplant
program that will allocate a recipient the end offerspot.

e REMINDER: coordinators will need to create a new organ request using the recipient type “Waitlist
Recipient” (the same way a registered pair recipient is created) to allocate a recipient to the end of the
domino chain.

0 When the IPOS Kidney program is enabled, the matching algorithm will exclude the minimum age
acceptance criteria, which is defined by the recipient — on the recipient’s organ request — and
compared to the donor’s age. This exclusion is only applicable to the IPOS Kidney program.

DWL

e High Status Heart Organ Allocation
o0 When making a high-status heart offer, the system will automatically send the new DWL High Status
Heart Allocation notification to users.

IPOS Heart

e Eligibility Override
0 This feature allows an authorized user the ability to override a recipient’s eligibility in the High-Status
Heart program — specifically, removing a recipient from participating in the program.
0 The Heart Recusal option will not be applicable to any recipients with a Heart Organ Request, that is a
Medical Status 4. If the recipient is recused and their Medical Status is a 4, or becomes a 4, the recusal
is ignored from the High-Status Heart Eligibility evaluation.

Notes:

1. The next production release of CTR is 5.4 which will contain all features that were previously made
available in version 5.3 which was released into UAT environments for testing.

2. Discussions are not yet finalized, but CTR is targetting the 5.4 Release to turn on the feature switch
for IPOS Heart functionality.

3. The date for the new IPOS Kidney functionality is currently under review and may be enabled
independently from the 5.4 release.
